Andrew Noakes trained as an automotive engineering but decided to write about cars rather than design them. Freelance since 2002, he has contributed to a wide range of magazines and websites and has written more than 20 car books. He also runs the MA Automotive Journalism course at Coventry University.

Andrew Noakes – 200 word biography

Andrew Noakes completed an honours degree in automotive engineering at Loughborough University but decided writing about cars would be more fun than designing them. He became technical editor of Fast Car magazine in 1994 and two years later was the founding editor of Classics magazine. He rose to the position of editor in chief before going freelance in 2002. Since then he has contributed to a wide range of magazines and websites, on topics as diverse as Jensen-Healeys, joint ventures and Jim Clark’s bottom. He has also written more than 20 books on motoring and motor sport, winning the Timo Makinen Trophy for Ford Cosworth DFV in 2007. He blogs and tweets on motoring, and appears on BBC radio talking about the motor industry.

Alongside his writing he is also course director of the unique MA Automotive Journalism course at Coventry University, which now has alumni working at many major automotive magazines. He is a committee member of the Guild of Motoring Writers, and served as Guild chairman in 2016-18.
